Old plan matched up pretty well with flags JW hung.  Wetland edge is wooded – appear to have been thinned.  Topo flat. Erosion controls and limit of work would be sufficient.  Mr. Castiglione said he is going to hire Rich Forti of Forti Landscaping.  AMS would like organic materials used.  JW – when you have a lot of development around a wetland a lot of the fertilizer or herbicide washes into the wetland.  Organic material is a low nitrate, time-released.
